	 Diarrhea or vomiting in the last 24 hours
	 A fever over 100( F in the last 24 hours
	 Drainage from the eye, or a pink color in the white of the eye
	 A sore throat, especially one with a fever (no matter how slight)
	 A rash with fever or behavior change
	 Any illness diagnosed by a doctor to be contagious
	 A severe cough
	 A severe runny nose.  If the mucous is not clear this can be a sign of infection.
	 General signs of illness, such as unusual fatigue, irritability, persistent crying, bodily pain, or difficulty breathing
	The children all seem to have a constant runny nose and persistent cough.  If these symptoms are more severe than “normal” please keep you child at home.  As always, you know your child best and can use your best judgment when deciding whether or not to send your child to school.
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
